HOLIDAY BLESSINGS

Muffin was discarded at the
county shelter. Paralyzed in
her rear end and suffering a
serious, possibly fatal case of
pyometra (a disease of the ‘ ' &
uterus) this sweet Daschund A —_—
was rescued by PCHS. Immediate surgery was performed to save her
life. Her condition had been ignored to the point where she was now
incontinent and unable to use her back legs. Muffin’s spirit is strong;
she survived the surgery and wearing her little diaper, scampered
around her foster mother’s home using her strong front legs. A
rescue in Ohio agreed to accept Muffin despite the seriousness of her
condition; the rescue having many other Daschunds with similar
issues. A “Chip-In” account was organized to accept donations for
surgery costs and a specially built cart to give Muffin easier mobility.
Funds were donated quickly; Muffin’s custom cart ordered and the
sweet girl on a transport to Ohio. “It has been quite a learning
experience and a Christmas blessing,” said Cathy, her PCHS foster
mom.

NOTE: This just in from Muffin’s sanctuary Mom: “Her new cart is
bright pink and she took to it like a duck to water. She is actually
standing without the cart now and taking a few tentative steps on her
own. Can’t go far or fast, but it is really a good start.”

Our Humane Society phone is answered by
volunteers on a rotating basis. Call volume
fluctuates from seven or eight calls a day to

extreme days of 30 plus calls.



Call variety ranges from simple inquiries for vet
recommendation or requests to be added to the registration list
for next ‘sneuter’ clinic.

At the opposite end are the emotionally strenuous calls from
people desperate for help with sick, injured, abandoned,
neglected, found or lost animals.

Sadly, many callers fail to leave a name or number making it
impossible to help them.

Below are examples of calls experienced in one week’s time
and their resolution.

e  Starving horses eating the bark off of trees somewhere off
Hwy 192
—referred to the State Police and State Vet’s office and
County Shelter who investigated.
e  Excited person who rescued a kitten they ‘love’ want to
get it spayed
--Added to the registration list for next clinic
e  (Call about adopting a HS dog seen at the PetSense Grand
Opening
—referred to foster and adoption completed!
e Message, “There’s a horse in my back yard!”

--The number was called seven times and no one ever
answered, leaving the HS volunteer to assume they went
riding!!

e Injured cat with an infected eye needing immediate
treatment.

--Cat received treatment, lost the eye, but became an
indoor, much loved kitty

e  Numerous calls from potential adopters asking about
specific breeds or types of animals.

--Caller referred to www.petfinder.com to view
animals in our system.

e  C(Call requesting help rescuing her cat from a tree 25 feet
up.

--Vol. Fire Dept. managed to rescue cat after two days
and one frigid night in the tree.

e  Message about a chained, too skinny dog, without any
form of shelter in subfreezing weather.
--Through efforts of volunteers and county shelter
making a home visit, a new warm doghouse provided.
e Frantic call from pet owner whose dog was hemorrhaging.

--Dog died as volunteer returned the call.

e Call requesting pick up of a dead cat that caller thought
had rabies.
--Referred to county animal shelter.

Callers should speak clearly, leave a name and phone number
along with the type of assistance needed; this will eliminate
wasted time and permit the HS volunteers to offer help or
suggestions quickly.

Cold weather is here. Keeping outdoor pets warm is
essential. Provide them with a sheltered, dry,
insulated dog house lined with straw (blankets get wet and
remain damp and cold). Fresh, clean unfrozen water is a
must along with plenty of food. Better yet, fix them a cozy
spot in the garage or laundry room for the coldest of nights.
They count on you and will thank you!

For those managing a feral cat colony, shelter is crucial. Consider
Rubbermaid tubs with lids; cut a hole (off center) for entry and fill %2
full with straw, hay or wood chips. Place in protected locations out
of wind, etc.

Remember too, to honk the horn or bang on the hood to make sure a

cat hasn’t curled up there for the warmth.
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
